Dear Members and Friends of Good Shephed,

If you are pre-planning your funeral, thank you. Use this guide in consultation with Rob. Once you have
finished, bring it to the church, and we will make a copy for our records.

If you are planning for an imminent funeral, setting the details of a burial service can be somewhatricky ,
especially if a loved one did not leave a list of favorite lessons and/or hymns. This outline is intended to give
you the information and time you need to p ray through the optional sections of the service.

Parish clergy will go through the service with you, or you may choose to review it and then make plans with
them. Some portions are standard, like the opening anthem. Others, like the readings, are yur choice.

Timing

Burial services can be any dayof the week. If a clergy person is out of town (on personal or professional trip)
on a proposed funeral date, the family will be notified either 1) to proceed with the funeral on that date with
the available clergy person as celebrant and preacher, or 2o postpone the funeral until the clergy person can
return to town. Guest clergy, if desired, may be requested of the rector, who will extend the invitation to
another clergy person, if permissible.

Readers and Servers
Be thinking of people who you would like to be involved in your service, and add their names in on page 4.

Music
Rob and our organist will discuss music choices with you. If you have requests for prelude, postlude, and/or
communion, please let us know. If you wish, music can be sele@d for you. Some choices are on page 3.

Memorial Gifts
Gifts to the church are welcome. Suggestions and designations are on page 3.

Fees

Feesassociated with burials are usually for music, altar flowers, and (if applicable) receptions. The organist
fee is $250; soloists can range from $50-$200, and flowers may be from $100-$125. Receptions range from
$50-$150 depending on the expected attendance.Those fees and othersmay alsobe donated asa gft from
family or parish friends. For parishioners, b uilding usage for visitation and/or the funeral and clergy services
are part of normal parish life, so there is no charge. At times, people give voluntary honorariums to the clergy
or clergy discretionary funds.
